The
book also presents biographical sketches of nearly 60 artists and describes more than 250 works
of art in the Timberline collection.

Monday, October 19, at 7 pm: Tonight we are joined by two Northwest poets, Laurie Lamon and Michele Glazer,
who will read from their works. Glazer, who lives in Portland, received her MFA from the University of lowa and is
currently a professor of creative writing at Portland State University. She is the author of two collections of poetry:
Aggregate of Disturbances and It Is Hard to Look at What We Came to Think We’d Come to See. Lamon, who
received her doctorate from the University of Utah, is currently a professor of English at Whitworth University. Her
second collection of poetry, Without Wings, has just been released by CavanKerry Press. Her first collection was
The Fork Without Hunger.

Tuesday, October 27, at 7 pm: George Wright will be here tonight to read from his newest novel, Driving to

Vernonia. The story is told by Edmund Kirby-Smith, who is approaching his fiftieth birthday. Just when his life

should be at its peak, he | oses everything. Wi th compa:
chronicles his journey to reconnect with his past and reclaim what is there. Driving to Vernonia is a penetrating

story of deprivation, laced with love and anger, violence and self-discovery. Wright is also the author of the Oregon

Trio: Baker City 1948, Tillamook 1952, and Roseburg 1959 —three novels set in small-town Oregon in the forties

and fifties.

NEW FICTION AND NONFICTION

The fall publishing season is upon us, and new books arrive every day. Here are five of our
favorites:

Homer & Langley by E.L. Doctorow (a store favorite) is a novel that deals with the lives of
New Yor k' s f &érd teaeal@enloffapled idioshntrazy, who lived
together as recluses in a New York City brownstone for decades. This story weaves real history with imaginative
speculation in classic Doctorow fashion.Thirty-f i ve year s aRggtme rotkdd bus wodduThismewr ' s
novel promises to do it again.

Sherman Alexie is a master of the short story, and so we were especially pleased to open a box and find his new
collection, War Dances. This winner of the National Book Award has done it again — he has written a beautiful
collection of tender, funny, and soulful stories populated with ordinary people on the brink of exceptional change.
Twenty-three stories in all, and each one a gem.

Where Men Win Glory: The Odyssey of Pat Tillman by Jon Krakauer is an in-depth lookatay oung man’ s haunt
journey. Tillman, a professional football player who walked away from a $3.6 million contract to enlist in the US

Army and fight the Taliban, was killed two years later in Afghanistan. The incredible story of his life and the military

cover-up that followed his death by friendly fire could perhaps only be told by Krakauer, one of our most

responsible and accomplished journalists. This book had been scheduled for earlier publication but was delayed for

a year by the author until he was able to get every single word of the story exactly right.

The Greatest Show on Earth: The Evidence for Evolution, by Richard Dawkins, is a stunning attack on the idea of

In his landmark memoir, True Compass, Edward M. Kennedy tells the extraordinary personal story of a legendary
family, politics, and fifty years at the center of national events. Hundreds of books have been written about the
Kennedys, but this is the only autobiography to come from a family member. In it, Senator Kennedy frankly
discusses the bad as well as the good. It is a deeply moving story of a life like no other.
