While writing the best-selling book Mountains Beyond Mountains: The Quest of Dr. Paul Farmer, A Man Who Would

Cure the WorldPulitzer-Prize-winning author Tracy Kidder met a young man from Burundi named Deo. In his latest

book, Strength in What Remains: A Journey of Remembrance and Forgiveidsgf d er t el |l s Deo’ s st
fleeing the civil wars and genocide of the central African nation and landing at JFK airport with two hundred dollars,

no English and no contacts. At first he ekes out a precarious existence delivering groceries, living in Central Park, and

learning English by reading dictionaries in bookstores. Eventually he meets the people who will change his life. Deo is

now a physician, a graduate of the Columbia University medical school, and living a life devoted to healing —both the

wounds of his youth and the wreckage of his country through the nonprofit organization he founded, Village Health

Works. Like Mountains Beyond Mountainsghis book tells the story of the heroism inherent in ordinary people.

A few months ago in Southern California the news was all about the big fires, which burned almost 300,000 acres over
the course of several days. In the summer of 1910 in Idaho, a fire blew up that burned more than three millionacresin
just two days, killing at least 80 people and destroying five towns. But the fire also cemented the role of the newly
created US Forest Service. Timothy Egan tells these stories in The Big Burn: Teddy Roosevelt & the Fire that Saved
America Egan, Seattle-based and Spokane-raised, intertwines the story of the fire itself and the personal heroics of
the men and women who fought it with the story of the efforts of Teddy Roosevelt and Gifford Pinchot to preserve
the country’'s vast forest resources.

Another terrific northwest journalist is Jon Krakauer, who grew up in Corvallis. Krakauer has written
several highly acclaimed books, including Into Thin Air, Into the Wijdind Under the Banner of Heaven
His newest book, Where Men Win Glorytells the story of Pat Tillman, the accomplished professional
football player who walked away from his multi-million-dollar NFL contract to enlist in the US Army

after 9/11. Two years later, he died on a desolate hillside in southeastern Afghanistan. The Bush
administration and Army officials lionized Tillman as a hero who died fighting the enemy. The truth was
that through a series of errors and misjudgments —some bordering on criminal —Tillman was

mistakenly shot and killed by one of the soldiers in his own platoon. This is his story, and the story of

his family, whose insistence on learning the truth brought the story to light.

What really sets this
book apart, however, is the inclusion of stories about how so many people have helped, and how each of us can do
our part to stop the shameful exploitation and manipulation that still exists in many places.
